“FDA”) initiated an inspection of the Bayview facility. On April 16, 2021, at the request of the FDA, Emergent agreed not to initiate the manufacturing of
any new material at its Bayview facility and to quarantine existing material manufactured at the Bayview facility pending completion of the inspection and
remediation of any resulting findings.
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
